ALKORTEC or RENOLIT ALKORTOP membranes and EPS/XPS insulation.

•	 The RENOLIT ALKORPLUS Glass Fleece is loose laid in accordance with RENOLIT installation instructions. Adjoining sheets overlap at 
least 50 mm.
